Ruth always said that this was one
of the most exciting times in her life because there was always a celebration
as someone left for or returned home from military service. Later, she became
an elder-caregiver, and continued her work of supporting and caring for those
around her. Ruth met her husband, the late Joseph R. Dawkins, in 1946 and
they were married on May 30, 1948. Married for 44 years, they raised two
sons, John T. (Barbara) Dawkins and Michael J. (Cynthia) Dawkins, also of
Cohoes.
